Photos should be submitted individually in jpg format, suitable for A4 sized prints, ideally not exceeding 5MB. 
Photos may be captured by camera, phone or tablet.
Judging 

The competition will be judged by a panel of four committee members of Launceston Camera Club. 
The judges will take due note of the relevance to the theme. 
Only in exceptional circumstances will the judges enter into correspondence with entrants following the competition.
